Questionnaire survey on the consideration and knowledge of international students 
with regard to earthquake disaster mitigation  
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Presently, the support activities for disaster mitigation for foreigners living in Japan are not sufficient. Therefore, 
we focused on international student living in Japan. Moreover, we carried out a questionnaire survey and hearing 
investigations on international students to understand the present situation. We questioned them about their 
consciousness and knowledge on earthquakes and disasters that had occurred in their respective home countries. The 
result of the questionnaire survey revealed that the experience, knowledge, and the consideration of the earthquake of 
the international students were different from those of the Japanese. In addition, the results showed that Japanese 
language schools are expected to convey disaster mitigation information for international students in the future. 
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
